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Introduction

With funding from the Department of Rural and Community Development the toys 
have been purchased with advice from professionals working with children with 
special needs or learning difficulties.

•	 The Sensory Toy and Resources Collection is available for lending to members of 

Tipperary County Council Library Service only.

•	 Membership is free.

•	 To borrow, users must have a letter of referral from an Occupational Therapist, 

Speech and Language Therapist, Physiotherapist, Medical Practitioner, Resource 

Teacher or other professional working with them.

•	 Teachers or Special Needs Assistants must supply a referral letter from their 

school principal to register to borrow on behalf of the school.

•	 Toys and resources should only be used on the advice of a designated 

professional.

•	 The loan period is three weeks.

•	 The loan period may be extended by renewing the item online, by phone or in 

person, unless it is requested by another person.

•	 Two items may be borrowed at a time.

•	 Children and adults using the toys and resources should be monitored at all 

times.

•	 It is the responsibility of the borrower to thoroughly sanitise the toys and 

resources before and after use.

•	 All toys and resources should be checked before being returned.

•	 In the interests of Health and Safety please inform staff if the toys or resources 

are incomplete or faulty.

•	 Library staff can assist users of this service but cannot make recommendations on 

equipment.
